We are just beginning a new Tuesday night course at St Teilo’s,
entitled, “Jesus the Game Changer: How the Life and Teaching of
Jesus Changed the World and Why it Matters”.

Our culture is rapidly losing all touch with the Christian faith which has
done so much to shape its fundamental values, and many today
believe that Christian values can safely be removed and replaced by
secular ones.

The “Jesus the Game Changer” course challenges the faulty thinking
which leads people to believe this. “Jesus Christ”, it says, “has made
an indelible mark on human history and He continues to do so
through His followers. Yet many people do not realise that the values
western democracies are built on originate in the life and teaching of
Jesus — the Equality of All, Servant Leadership, Care for the Poor and
Marginalised, to name just a few. In this series, host Karl Faase
travels to the UK, USA, Singapore, India and Australia, interviewing
authors, academics and modern-day game changers about how the
life and teaching of Jesus changed the world and why it
matters.”

If the foundation is dug out from beneath a building it will eventually
collapse, but in our 21st century hubris this is what many are engaged
in doing as they seek to eradicate all influence of the Christian faith
from our national life, blind to the dangers involved. Those of us who
are Christians need to be well informed and able to challenge the
false values and assumptions of our age.

If you are not yet a Christian, this is a
wonderful opportunity to discover why faith in Jesus Christ is about so
much more than whether you'll go to heaven when you die!
